In May 2009, HOPE acquired Hillcrest 
Apartments from the bank that had 
foreclosed on the previous owner. Since that 
time, HOPE has invested substantial labor 
and materials to update units and purchased 
new appliances and equipment as needed. 
HOPE is currently in the process of applying 
for a refinance loan/grant from the Virginia 
Department of Housing and Community 
Development and the Virginia Housing 
Development Authority  to make landscaping 
and storm water improvements. In addition, 
Rooftop of Virginia is working with federal 
stimulus funds to weatherize the property 
with energy-efficient heating/cooling systems 
and storm doors and windows. We 
appreciate your patience as we work to 
provide you with an enjoyable, affordable 
multi-family living community.
